Many of you might already know about
this project but | thought it worth
mentioning as it seems so worthwhile.
The Protea Sub-Council wrote to all the
schools within the area it serves and has
reminded us about U-Turn vouchers
being sold as part of their Street People
Project. We have a number of people
who live on the streets in Rondebosch
and its surrounds and who beg at
robots and outside shops. Giving these
people vouchers enables them to go to
one of the rehabilitation centres in
either Claremont or Wynberg and
exchange for a meal or an article of
clothing. These centres also provide
them «access to medical referral,
counselling and social services, efc.
Vouchers are sold in booklets of 4
fickets (R20,00) from a number of
places — a few that are close to us are:
Westerford Kwikspar, Rosmead
Superspar, Common Ground Church,
Engen Claremont Main Rd, Newlands
Ave Café and Christ Church Kenilworth.
Essentially they want the community to
encourage homeless people to go to
the centres and ultimately find a way to
get off the streets and find
employment. So their motto is “Small
change makes no change”. For more
information go o
www.homeless.org.za/voucher-
scheme.
